


Gitt Swift is more than a name—it's a movement. Born in Hawkinsville, Georgia and
raised in Tampa, Florida, he became a defining voice in the city’s underground scene,
known for his infectious energy, fearless style, and undeniable stage presence. His
journey began as part of the powerhouse collective YungKings, whose viral anthem
“Tampa Krankin” made waves across the South and put Tampa's hew generation of
hip-hop artists on the map.

Originally a standout athlete, Swift gave up basketball after his father went to prison,
turning fully to music. With his signature long locs—known as Freeform Wicks—he
carved out a lane that's both authentic and impossible to ignore. His charisma has
landed him on stages alongside Migos, Mack Wilds, 21 Savage, Chief Keef, and more.
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Swift's cultural impact stretches beyond music. He appeared on Love & Hip Hop: Atlanta, further
solidifying his presence in hip-hop culture. His grind has also earned him powerful co-signs: Meek
Mill personally told him he had been watching his rise during the 2017 NBA All-Star Weekend In
Charlotte, and Bossman Dlow showed love at his Tampa afterparty. Swift's relationships also
extend deep into the NFL, with co-signhs from stars such as Jason Pierre-Paul, Diontae Johnson,
Kwon Alexander, Dontae Fowler, Jordan Whitehead, and more.

On September 16, 2025, Gitt Swift released his album Swift No Gitt, a bold declaration of where
he's been and where he's going—firm proof that Tampa's heart, hustle, and dreams can echo far
beyond its city limits.

Authentic, stylish, and unapologetically himself, Gitt Swift embodies the spirit of Tampa: resilient,
rising, and refusing to be overlooked. Fromm Hawkinsville roots to Tampa streets, he represents
every underdog, every late night, and every moment when giving up isn't an option.
